Attendance 

As a reminder, it is imperative that your student 

attends school on daily basis. The student hand-

book states that students must be called of by a par-

ent or guardian if they are going to miss school prior 

to the next school day. If a parent does not contact 

the school, the student will be considered truant. 

Three or more truancies can disqualify the student 

from earning credits in any affected classes. Stu-

dents are allowed up to four excused, non-exempt 

absences per semester, up to seven excused, ex-

empt absences per semester, or a combination of 

up to seven excused, non-exempt and exempt ab-

sences per semester. Absences exceeding the maxi-

mum number will result in a loss of credit for any 

classes affected.
