3. You must have at least 5 items in your suitcase.

Rubric
This project is worth 200 points total; 100 pts for Social Studies and 100 pts for Writing.  

Writing:   Each point is worth 20 points each for a total of 100.

· Complete sentences without grammar, punctuation, or spelling mistakes

· Clear writing where content makes sense

· Complete paragraph includes indenting, topic sentence, 3 or more                

          supporting details, and closing sentence

· Neatness, suitable for hallway display

· Turned in on-time

Social Studies:  Each point is worth 20 points for a total of 100.

· At least 5 items in the suitcase

· Neat pictures, drawings, or clip-art

· Well-thought out sentences about each item in suitcase

· Turned in on-time

· Overall project should be neat and clean, so they can be displayed!
