Requirements:

Cabin must be 3-D.

It should be a simple one or two room structure with a chimney.

It must contain a door and at least one window.

The cabin must be able to fit on a piece of wood or cardboard no larger than 18x24 inches.
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It can be made of any materials you have on hand.

You can add outside extras: plants, animals, fences, etc.

You can bring this project to school before Friday.
