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Athletic Trainer
Typically performs his or her job under the
supervision of physicians. He or she treats
athletes and other individuals who sustain
injuries and teach them how injuries can be
prevented.

Occupational Therapist

abilities because of mental, physical or
developmentally or emotionally disabling
conditions.

Physical therapists typically need a doctoral degree in physical therapy. All states
require physical therapists to be licensed.
