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Dear Parents and Guardians,

The Indiana State Department of Health Immunization Division annually reviews
and updates the immunizations required for school entry. Changes to the 2015-
2016 School Immunization Requirements are as follows:

e Two (2) doses of Hepatitis A vaccine (HepA) are required for all students
entering Kindergarten and first grade .

e All other requirements from the 2014-2015 School Year will remain
unchanged.
