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Over 250 students have not received their re-
quired immunizations for this year, and over 150 
of those students are seniors. Seniors who have 
not received the required meningitis booster need 
to do so as soon as possible. Letters will be sent 
home soon notifying students that they will be 
excluded from school if they do not meet the Indi-
ana State immunization requirements . This also 
applies to any other students who are lacking 
immunizations. Students can obtain these im-
munizations at their primary care physician, the 
health department, or the Brickie Clinic.  If you 
have any questions please call or stop by Mrs.
